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Appendix A: Surgically Implanted Prostheses & Homograft Items Fees





Surgically implanted prosthetic appliance and homograft items charges are based on the schedule of default benefits for surgically implanted prostheses and homograft items as determined by the Commonwealth for the purposes of paying benefits.





Surgically implanted prosthetic and homograft items charges only apply to surgically implanted prostheses and homograft items provided to a private admitted patient or to an admitted patient of a day procedure centre.
